NOTIFICATION

Ganpati festival is one of the most widely celebrated festival in
Mabharashtra, especially in Mumbai. This festival culminates with the immersion of
Lord Ganesha’s Idols in bodies of water. The immersion processions attract
massive crowds of devotees and onlookers. People from all over the city come to
witness this grand event, leading to a surge in pedestrian and vehicular traffic. The
immersion processions can lead to extensive traffic jams and disruptions in the
city.

Therefore, in order to ensure smooth flow of vehicular traffic and
processions in Mumbai, I, M- Ramkumar, Addl. Commissioner of Police (Traffic),
Mumbai, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section 115 of M.V.
Act 1988, (59 of 1988) read with Government Notification No.MVA 0589/CR
1061/TRA-2, dated 19.05.1990 do hereby order the following traffic regulations
on 8 th September, 2024 (One & Half Day Ganapati Immersion), 11th September,
2024 (Fifth Day) ,12 th September, 2024(Sixth Day Gauri Ganpati Immersion), 13
th September, 2024 (Seventh Day Immersion), 17 th September, 2024(Anant
Chaturthi Immersion) from 12:00 hrs. till 06:00 hrs. of the next day (unless
explicitly mentioned).

(SOUTH MUMBAI )

1. Vehicular Traffic moving from North Mumbai to South Mumbai shall use
Chatrapati Sambhaji Maharaj Coastal road during Shree Ganesh Festival
and vice—versa. The said costal road shall-be available for vehicular

MCGM has issued few guidelines vide advisory no Chief Engineer/5492
/Bridge dated 08/08 /2023 regarding old and dangerous road over bridges (ROBs).
Accordingly, it has been decided that following arrangements shall remain in place
on all the immersion days:

1. Not more than 100 people should cross the ROBs at any given time.

2. There shall be no halting of procession over the ROBs.

3. There shall be no dancing and no loudspeakers shall play over the ROBs.

People from all over the city come to witness this grand event, leading
to a surge in pedestrian and vehicular traffic, which may further be aggravated by
the plying of Heavy Vehicles and private buses.

Therefore, in order to ensure smooth flow of vehicular traffic and processions
in Mumbai, during the upcoming Ganpati festival in pro tem suppression of all
standing notifications (from 7th to 17th September, 2024) regarding restrictions on
Heavy Vehicles and private buses, following traffic arrangements have been made
for all types of Heavy vehicles and private Buses for the from 7th September to
17th September, 2024.

As per Permanent notification Addl CP/Traffic/Worli/Mumbai
Notification/Order No.11/Permenant /2024/ Dt. 24/01/2024 time of entry and on
road movement of heavy vehicles& Private Buses in greater Mumbai is prohibited
. Following changes in said time period are made for Ganeshotsav.

1.As per above notification All types of heavy vehicles and private buses are
prohibited to enter or move on roads of south Mumbai.In addition to this
Notification All types of heavy vehicles and private buses are prohibited to enter
or move on roads between 11:00 hrs to 08:00 hrs.on next day on
9,12,13,14,18/9/24 in entire Greater Mumbai.
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2 Essential service providing vehicles such as Vegetables, Milk, Bakery Products,
Drinking Water, Petroleum Products, Ambulances, Government and Semi
Government Vehicles and School Buses are exempted from the above restrictions
i.e., exempted from restriction made in point (I).

3.All private buses carrying passengers entering and leaving Mumbai and all
Heavy Vehicles including the ones exempted shall only be parked at their privately
owned spaces or rented spaces or on authorized ‘Pay and park’ Spaces. ‘On-Street
parking’ of these vehicles on any road shall be totally prohibited. *Note: All
standing notifications regarding Heavy vehicles and private buses that are
suppressed by this notification shall come into force immediately after the lapse of
this notification.
